Olivar was the son of his father which may not seem like a necessary thing to say. But
in Manolo’s case it is. For his father had been Juan Olivar, the greatest bullfighter in all
Spain, and Manolo was his son in two special ways: one, he looked just like his father; and
two, everyone expected that he, Manolo Olivar, would repeat the success of his father,
would be just what his father had been, a fighter of bulls and a killer of death.
